Report  

For two days at the end of October, the Deputy Mayor and I attended the Local Government Association of 
Queenslandôs (LGAQ) Annual Conference.  This Conference was attended by Mayors, Deputy Mayors, 
Councillors, CEOs and staff from the 77 Councils around Queensland.  Each year the focus is different, and 
for 2018 the focus was on data management, innovation, governance and investment attraction.  What 
struck me throughout the Conference and the discussions with my colleagues was how diverse Council 
business has become.  Once upon a time, Councils focused on the 3Rs - roads, rates and rubbish; however 
Councils have evolved as our residents look to us to meet the service and support gaps that are not filled by 
private enterprise or the Federal and State Governments.  
  
On the second day of the Conference, Councils put forward and voted on 111 motions that contribute to the 
advocacy issues taken forward by LGAQ to the Queensland Government.  These motions ranged from flying 
fox management, through increased funding from the Federal government, and to constitutional recognition 
of local government; and reinforced the broad range of issues Councils have to contend with on a daily 
basis.    
 
There is no doubt that we are challenged at the local level of government.  Challenged by an on-going 
shortage of grant funding, challenged by the need to keep rates as low as possible, challenged by trying to 
meet the needs of our community, challenged by drought and challenged by what may lie ahead.  But with 
the last meeting for 2018 of the Southern Downs Youth Council this month; I see that the future is very 
positive.  These young men and women clearly love where they live and want to see our region grow and 
develop.  They know the legacy they have left behind is to bring recognition and acknowledgement of the 
voices of our youth and that they can achieve their goals through collaboration with Council and their 
community. 
 
We saw collaboration of a different kind this month as well, when the Cross Border Strategic Alliance 
Meeting between the Southern Downs Regional Council and the Tenterfield Shire Council was held at 
Wallangarra.  The two councils have an MOU that provides guidance on the cross border operations that 
impact on the residents of Wallangarra and Jennings, as well as those who live in close proximity to the 
border and need to draw on services from another state.  As well as the Councillors from the Southern 
Downs and Tenterfield, this meeting was attended by the Hon David Littleproud, Federal Member for 
Maranoa, Hon Barnaby Joyce, Federal Member for New England, Hon Thomas George, State Member for 
Lismore; with government representatives from Queensland and New South Wales from Premiersô 
Departments, Police, Health, Fire and Emergency Services, Education, and Transport and Main Roads.  
There were many issues addressed throughout the day with actions to be undertaken by both Councils as 
well as the Cross Border Commission from New South Wales and the Premierôs Department from 
Queensland. 
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And as the drought continues to affect everyone in our region, the Federal Government Drought Coordinator 
General, Major General Stephen Day visited the Southern Downs to view firsthand what is being done here 
to assist those in need and develop measures to prepare us against future impacts.
